For this 13th edition, we turn a new page in the tournament’s story — continuing a legacy of
competition and camaraderie that has made this event truly special. The tournament will no longer
be played as El Gouna Club versus Gezira Club, but as an open-format event welcoming players
from all clubs and communities. While the club rivalry has been set aside, we proudly keep the name
“El Gouna / Gezira” as a tribute to its roots and the friendship that built it.

There will no longer be a winning club or a losing one — because after reaching this milestone 13th
edition, everyone who gathers in El Gouna each year is already a winner. This tournament is a
celebration of tennis, of friendship, and of the beautiful memories we continue to create together under
the sun and by the sea of El Gouna.
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Tournament Setup
* Venue: El Gouna Tennis Club
* Surface: 6 Clay Courts
* Dates: February 7 - 10, 2026
* Pre-Tournament Event: Free Cocktail Reception on February 6, 2026

* Gala Dinner: February 10, 2026 — open to all players, families, and spectators.
Dinner vouchers will be available during the tournament or online with registration.

* Prizes / Awards: Awarded to Winners and Runners-up in each category.
* Participation Fees: EGP 2500 per doubles team
« Each category will include a minimum of 4 teams and a maximum of 10 teams.



« Entries will be accepted on a first-come, first-served basis once registration and payment are confirmed.

Group Names and Categories

This is an open, social-format tournament — players may form any combination of teams, regardless of gender.
Men and women can play together or against each other.

(Choose your group based on your playing level and age bracket. Every category holds its own character and
prestige — all contributing to the unique spirit of the Classic.)

Notes:

+ Players aged 25-34 may participate in the event; however, they will only be eligible to compete in the
highest categories (A or A+), regardless of their playing level.

« Players under 35 will not be placed in lower age or skill categories and will be automatically assigned to
A or A+ divisions at the organizers’ discretion.

« Older players may choose to compete in younger categories if they wish.
* Younger players may not compete in older age brackets.

* The tournament organizers reserve the full right to place, adjust, or accept teams that do not fully meet
the age or combined-age requirements in order to balance categories and maintain fair competition.
Final placement decisions are at the sole discretion of the tournament organizers.

Tournament Format

The El Gouna / Gezira Senior Amateur Tennis Classic is designed to provide a fair, enjoyable, and social
competitive experience for all players. The format ensures that every participant plays multiple matches, with
balanced opportunities for competition, fun, and interaction throughout the event.

Group Stage (Days 1 - 3)
« Each category will follow a round-robin structure.

« Each team will play all other teams in their group, ensuring every participant enjoys several matches
before the finals knock-out stage.

Match Format:
* Matches are played as a single set to 9 games (win by 2).
+ Tie-break at 8-8: A 7-point tie-break (win by 2).
+ With ad scoring.

* Each match is expected to last between 45-60 minutes, allowing for smooth scheduling and efficient court
rotation.

Scoring and Standings:
* Win: 3 points
¢ Loss: 0 points
* Ranking Criteria:
1. Total points accumulated.
2. If two or more teams are tied, the following tiebreakers will apply:
« Total games won.
» Head-to-head result (if applicable).
« Percentage of games won (if necessary).



Finals (Day 4)
* The top 2 teams from each group will advance to the finals knock-out stage of their respective categories.
« Finals will be played under the same format — one set to 9 games (win by 2, tie-break at 8-8).

+ Depending on total entries, the organizers may schedule bronze matches or additional playoff rounds for
3rd and 4th place finishes.

« Allfinals will be supervised by tournament staff to ensure smooth play and fairness.

Match Flow and Scheduling
* Daily schedules will be posted at the tournament desk and sent to the tournament’s Whatsapp group.
» Players must be ready 15 minutes before match time.
*  Warm-up: 5 minutes before each match.
* Matches begin promptly to maintain timing across all courts.

Organizer’s Discretion

In the event of unforeseen circumstances — such as weather delays, time constraints, or scheduling adjustments
— the tournament organizers reserve the right to modify the match format, scoring system, or daily
schedule as needed to ensure smooth completion of the event.

Any such adjustments will be communicated clearly to all participants in advance.

Rules & Regulations
* The tournament is self-refereed - players call their own lines and scores.
* In case of any dispute, play must stop and a tournament organizer will make the final decision.
* Players must be ready 15 minutes before their scheduled match time.
* Proper tennis attire and are required on all courts.
* If weather becomes an issue, the organizers may adjust the match format or schedule as needed.
*  Withdrawals must be communicated early; substitutes in doubles are allowed.

» All final decisions regarding draws, schedules, and disputes are at the sole discretion of the tournament
organizers
